Medical Plan of Action

Un-Limb-ited Summer Camp
In case of illness/injury while on river or at camp:

If illness or minor injury occurs while on the river, the camp nurse will be notified immediately.  Care will be provided according to his/her assessment.  
For any concerns that are non life-threatening, assessment and treatment will be performed by the camp nurse within his/her scope of practice.  If non-life-threatening treatment outside the camp nurse’s scope of practice is deemed necessary, camper will be transported off the river as quickly as able.  The camp nurse will remain with the camper and all other campers will be assigned to another counselor or back up nurse.

In the event of a life-threatening injury to a camper or staff member beyond the scope of the camp nurse while on the river, any near-by camper or staff member (National Abilities or Shriners) will use the satellite phone to contact emergency personnel for evacuation.  
The camp nurse must be notified in the event of any accident, illness, or injury to any camper at any time during the camp.  

The camp nurse will have the camper’s medical file, medications, and personal information to aide in treatment.
