Greetings from The National Ability Center!   We look forward to the prospect of having your child join us for an adventure camp, and would like to share some information about who we are and what we do.

The National Ability Center, a non-profit organization founded in 1985, provides adaptive outdoor recreation programs for physically, developmentally, emotionally or medically disabled adults and children.  We also provide programs for ‘at-risk’ individuals, integrated programs, and school groups.  Our staff is made up of skilled professionals with extensive experience working with special populations and in a wide variety of recreation settings.  All programs are tailored to the specific needs and abilities of each group.

Our objective is to provide safe, fun, and challenging activities that promote the development of self-confidence and independence.  Some of the activities that may be included in your child’s program are; rock climbing indoors, challenge course, adventure learning initiatives (problem solving activities, trust building), personal leadership skill development, hiking, canoeing, horseback riding, daily living skills practice, introduction to relevant natural history, leave no trace ethics, and outdoor safety topics.  

We provide a great deal of personal and group support, encouragement and challenge within a carefully facilitated, positive adventure experience. Safety is emphasized in every aspect of the program.   Our staff receives extensive training in all aspects of the programs and we constantly evaluate both program safety and quality. 

The National Ability Center is located just outside Park City, Utah, at the junction of Hwy 248 and

 I-40, on 26 acres of beautiful open space.  Groups stay in the Bunkhouse, which has all of today’s modern conveniences and is fully accessible. The Bunkhouse can accommodate up to 52 people.  We provide bedding and towels, but we ask our guests to bring their own clothes, toiletries and a beach towel if canoeing is a part of their program. There are telephones in each room for our guests.  If you would like to call your child during their stay you are welcome to do so.  You will need their room number to use our automated phone system which you may get from them as they check in or have them call you with once they get settled in.
